American Country Gold is a weekly one-hour radio show that features traditional Country Music, sometimes referred to as “Pure Country”, or “Country Gold”.
This program is available free, with no contract.  The system-ready delivery is mp3, pre-segmented.  Cue Sheet and program format information is provided on the LISTEN page.
Classified as a Historical Music Specialty radio program, funding for the show’s production and distribution is provided by non-profit foundation grants arranged by The National Endowment For The Arts.

The playlist is fresh on each edition, and is made up of hit recordings by the original artists who, beginning in the 1950’s, established the music with juke boxes, radio deejays, nightclub and show bands, television and movie exposure, and personal appearance concert tours.  
The biggest influence in the establishment of the genre was the access given the top artists to appear regularly on several large live-performance venues that broadcast weekly shows on maximum wattage radio stations.  The shows were heard clearly in several states.  Literally all of North America had access to live Country Music on Saturday Nights.  The most popular of these productions were WWVA  Jamboree U-S-A in Wheeling, West Virginia; Louisiana Hayride in Shreveport, Louisiana; WLS Barn Dance in Chicago; Midwestern Hayride in Cincinnati;  Big D Jamboree in Dallas; Town Hall Party in Los Angeles, Main Street Jamboree in Toronto; Renfro Valley Gatherin’ in Kentucky; Old Dominion Barn Dance in Richmond; Ozark Jubilee in Missouri;  and Grand Old Opry in Nashville.
Freddy Carr is the host of American Country Gold, and hs is a true fan of the Country Classics.  His career as a Radio/TV personality and recording artist has spanned over half a century.  With vast knowledge of the industry and experience as a performer, he has many fond memories to share with the radio audience, and always has lots of great stories to tell.
Launched in the Spring of 2008, the first year’s affiliate list grew to over 200 commercial radio stations.  As it continues to grow in popularity, American Country Gold is presently broadcast weekends in over 40 states, several U. K. and Canadian locations, plus numerous Internet radio stations.
